Deer Season Update


The deer kill through October 15th is listed below with comparisons to this point in the season in previous years. Remember that these are estimates based on reported deer registrations by county (not necessarily deer killed in that county) and may not include information from all registration stations. The deer kill to date is the highest in the past 9 years with most counties showing significant increases. Bow hunters are taking advantage of cooler weather, better visibility and more abundant deer. This year’s Youth Hunting Weekend is scheduled for October 21st and 22nd and will again provide young hunters 15 years old or younger the opportunity to take a deer of either sex. Youths must be accompanied by an adult at least 18 years of age, with a valid NH hunting license. Muzzleloader season will begin on Saturday, October 28th. The next call-in will be Sunday, October 29th with results available on Monday, October 30th.
