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As of 28 September, the reported archery deer harvest for 2003 was 623.  Below is a county breakdown of the deer harvest at this point in the season for the past 9 years.  It is important to remember that these values are estimates based on the number of deer registered (not necessarily killed) in each county and may not represent information from all registration stations.  

The estimated statewide archery kill to date is down about 19% from the 2002 total. This decrease is likely the result of numerous factors, including somewhat reduced deer numbers as a result of the impacts of last year’s relatively severe winter in central and southern New Hampshire and food availability. Beechnuts and acorns appear to be generally scarce this fall statewide, although acorns may be locally abundant. Apples also seem to be quite spotty around the state. Hunters finding these limited food resources may find deer and other wildlife taking advantage of them.
