Deer Season Update

The deer kill through 9 November is listed below with comparisons to the previous 6 years.  As always, the numbers are estimates based on the number of deer registered (not necessarily killed) in each county and may not represent information from all registration stations.  The deer kill for many counties remains between 2001 and 2002 values.  In some central and southern counties, estimated totals are closer to the lower harvests associated with 2001 and reflect the effects of the severe winter of 2002-2003 on the deer population or reduced antlerless harvests in an effort to promote population recovery.

The regular firearm season begins Wednesday of this week (12 November) with various numbers of either-sex days in each Wildlife Management Unit (WMU). Several WMUs (C1, C2, D, E, F, G, I1, and I2) will be bucks-only for the regular firearm season in an effort to continue to achieve population increase objectives and/or offset the effects of the winter of 2002-2003. Be sure to check the 2003-04 Hunting Digest for unit specific regulations. The regular firearm season remains the most popular deer season with hunters taking advantage of good opportunities as the rut approaches.
